Overview

The Pertronic Remote LED Indicator (DETREM) is a remote

annunciator for use with detectors in concealed locations. The unit

is compatible with several types of detectors manufactured by <<\‘?\‘?’ ALA"?@
System Sensor and Pertronic Industries.

The unit provides a visual indication of the status of the concealed
detector. When the detector goes into alarm, a red LED on the o O
remote annunciator lights up.

Operation and Compatibility

The unit connects to the remote annunciator output of System Pertronic Remote LED

Sensor detectors, or the remote LED output of Pertronic remote Indicator (DETREM)
LED heat detectors. When activated, the detector supplies the
DETREM with current.

The Pertronic Remote LED Indicator has three positive terminals: Each positive terminal is designed
to connect to specific types of detectors. The negative terminal is common to all detector types.

The following table lists the compatible detector types, and the positive terminal which must be used
with each detector type.

System Sensor Series 100 conventional detectors Terminal 1
System Sensor Series 200 analogue addressable detectors Terminal 2
System Sensor Series 300 conventional detectors Terminal 3
Pertronic Indicating Heat Detectors with Remote O/P Terminal 3
Pertronic Thermistor Heat Detectors with Remote O/P Terminal 3
Notes:

1. There are special versions of the Pertronic Thermistor Heat Detectors and Pertronic Indicating Heat
Detectors ((including V series) for use with the Remote LED Indicator. These detectors have a pair of
output terminals for connecting the Remote LED Indicator.

2. Standard Pertronic heat detectors do not have remote output terminals, and can not be used with the
Remote LED Indicator (DETREM).

3. For System Sensor Series 200 analogue addressable detectors, the Remote LED Indicator Unit will
flash when the device is polled, if LED blink is ON.

4. For System Sensor Series 100 and Series 300 conventional detectors, the Remote LED Indicator Unit
will not flash when the device is in standby (LED blink) mode.

5. Pertronic indicating or thermistor heat detectors latch in the alarm state. The Remote LED Indicator
lights up when the detector goes into alarm, and remains on until the detector is reset.
